Sequence One

When the concept of “Bengali e-library” — came to my mind | tried to get the response of my
friends through e-mails. Suddenly a letter came across to me, “Mr.....! is this little magazine still
published from Kolkata..... I One day | got a chance to chat with him and then | came to know
that he is a Chemical Engineer and settled in the USA. At their impressionable age they were
three friends and used to bring out a little magazine. They used to save their pocket money to
quench their thirst with a view to bringing out this magazine. To fulfil their dreams they parted
ways to establish themselves in their own fields. But their love for the root and mother tongue
again brought them together. In the meantime the magazine was brought out but not regularly.
Alfter twenty long years they tried to get hold of the missing link of the magazine.

In the formative stage they had no money to publish the magazine in time. It was supposed to be
a quarterly but generally it used to be a half-yearly!!! For a certain period, about one/two years,
the magazine was not published at all. One of the three friends used to publish the littlemag once
a year, during the Durga Puja.

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HOW IT WORKS

as we are quite busy with our work and life style, which is understandable, but cannot do away
with our passion of reading books.

Our motto is to take library at your doorstep. The bengali-e-library will reach you on it's own and
you don’t have to travel or spend time to reach it. We have some rich historical past which are
invaluable. We are trying to acclimatize with the changing times still we have not
forgotten our culture, our heritage and above all our adoration for ‘Bangaliana’. In our every
aspect of life we follow the real heritage of Bengal, showing how close we are to the root.

To strengthen the bond we are introducing bengali-e-library. To keep these rich heritage of our
past, bengali-e-library is going to be a popular and powerful medium. | have the feeling that it
would reach not only the NIRIs but also people of other culture interested in Bengali culture. We
have chosen the period between 1850 to 1950, undoubtedly the golden era of Bengali literature,
where one can get all the invaluable details regarding poets, writers, letters &
invaluable text, letters, journals of that period. | am trying to emphasis on writing of both native
and foreign writers, dealing with every part of the life such as culture, politics, history, religion,
and literature and also other aspects of this period.

The universities in Kolkata do different research work every year and some students are awarded
‘Doctorate’ degree, which are not published. | am going to publish all these unpublished
research work free of cost.

‘Little Magazine’ plays a very vital role in Bengali Literature. Every recognized writer has started
off his or her carrier with little magazines. | promise to publish 100 Puja special little magazines
in bengali-e-library this year.

It is well known that there are libraries and individuals who has significant collection of invalu-
able books but cannot preserve their collection of old books with recent technology using digital
formats. | am prepared to help these libraries and individuals free of cost so that those treasures
can be preserved with digital technology.

There will be a separate section for children and students to deal with their likings like
painting, etc. This section is going to help for their natural development also.

The most important and thrilling position is our preserve section (archive) where different un-
published picture, write-up, letters of some great personalities like Samsuddin Abul Kalam, Saukat
Osman, Alauddin Al Ajad, S Wajed Ali, Aldus Huxly, Charels Derwin, Bankim Chandra
Chatterjee, Raja Rajendralal Mitra, Rabindra Nath Tagore...., along with different manuscripts
and many other collections which are going to be published in bengali-e-library. There are also
many aspects, which are in the developing stage, and we are going to publish them as soon as
they are ready.
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MISSION

The main aim is to initiate a portal for the first Bengali Digital Image based Library of India,
which will highlight not only Bengali Literature but also literature in all Indian languages as
such, to promote creativity and an insight to human knowledge and their eternal thirst for searching
its mind, root and passion.

This e-library is expected to contain more than a million books in Bengali as all other Indian
languages in the portal with a free-to-read and easily accessible through the Internet. This portal
will be the harbinger of knowledge on Bengali literature as well as literature in all other Indian
languages. It will be the fore-bearer of all the knowledge and all other digital library initiatives in
India, which can be accessed by anybody living anywhere in the world 365x24x7 irrespective
of color, creed and politico-socioeconomic background.

One of the main priorities of this Image based digital library will be to provide the end user with
fragrance and real life images of the pages of old books supported with full Rich Text Format
indexing and searching based on data conversion or OCR (Optical Character
Recognition) digital technology. It will be a very special on-line facility for researchers and stu-
dents who intend to delve deep into human knowledge, their mind, root and passion quickly
and reliably. This particular portal will be an excellent launchpad for language processing in the
avenues like machine translation, optical character recognition, summarization, intelligent in-
dexing, speech and hand writing recognition and information retrieval in any Indian
languages.

It is impossible to find more than 25,000 books being housed in a typical high school or college
library and more than one million books in a good library, which is hardly a fraction of the books
that are available.

It is an unique e-library conceived and created Jyoti Bandyopadhyay, an ex-associate editor of a
very well known daily based in Kolkata. \We are sure that this Image based Digital Library will
be reflected all over the world for its authenticity, integrity and availability of the data.

GOALS

It is generally believed that it is impossible to capture all books in Rich Text Format even in
hundreds of years and it was our primary objective, although a long term one, to convert the
images (pages of the books) into RTF. Hence we had to convince ourselves as to the feasibility of
the project and we started by undertaking the task of converting as many books as possible in a
short span of time and make it a continuous and ongoing process by using the latest technology
and we firmly believe that it will revolutionize process of education in much of the world.
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Libraries are unevenly distributed around the world and within each country. In the U.S. the
NCES Survey noted that in 1996, 3,408 of 3,792 institutions of higher education had libraries
holding 806.7 million volumes. The 112 largest university libraries in the United States and
Canada each have at least 1.8 million books. They are members of the Association for
Research Libraries. Massachusetts has about 25 million volumes; New York has about 31 mil-
lion volumes, and California has about 40 million volumes in their ARL Libraries
(Association for Research Libraries, 1999/2000). Other states, such as North and South
Dakota , have no large libraries. A few large public libraries have several million volumes. How-
ever, most junior colleges, high schools, and public libraries have much smaller
collections. Making this large knowledge repository can revolutionize research at all levels of
education and give a much-needed boost at minimal cost to our national educational
infrastructure. This impact will be further enhanced given the convenience of on-line access, and
the benefit of full text searching at word and phrase levels.

A secondary benefit of on-line search is to make locating the relevant information inside of books
far more reliable and much easier. Student success in finding exactly what they seek will increase
and increased success will enhance student willingness to perform research using this large re-
source. NCES reports that 84 percent of libraries around the country are open between 60 and
80 hours a week. This image based digital library would be open all the 168 hours the week on
a 24x7x305 basis. More than one individual will be able to use the same book at the same time.
Thus, popular works will not be checked out and thus unavailable to others.

BENEFITS

The principal benefit of the bengali e-library will be to supplement the formal education
system by making knowledge available to anyone who can read and has access. Libraries have
played a vital role in the advancement of human society. Societal advance depends on young
people having access to books via libraries and other means. We expect that making this unique
web resource available free to everyone around the world will enhance the learning process.

FONTS. Font : Times New Roman, Font Style : Normal, Font Colour : Automatic, Body Text : 10 pt., Alignment : Justify,
Headings : 12 pt. Bold, Sub-Headings : 11 pt. Bold. After opening Ms Word, at first make Page Setup, Font size: 10 pt,
Alignment: Justify. Tab and Space mark must be normal in all places. Paragraph mark must be bold in Heading & Sub-heading, but
normal in body text.

You have to keep the spelling as it appears in image but if you find any common spelling error, then you must correct that
error after consulting with us, otherwise it must be treated as an error. Avoid using Spell check in Word document. It is
recommended to check the spelling in Abbyy Fine Reader. After completing spelling check, Copy the text from ABBY'Y
and Paste it in MS Word. Don’t save the text in word document from ABBY'Y’s save option.

Upper Page No. & Page Heading is Heading format and Lower Page No. is like Body Text. Body Text is always Justified,
but heading and sub-heading are as per image file. If upper page no. and heading is in same line i.e. page no. in the Left
side and heading in the middle, then convert the whole line into Left alignment and alter the position of the heading into
centre by using tab setting and page no. in the Right side and heading in the middle, then convert the whole line into
Right alignment and alter the position of the heading into centre by using tab setting. If Upper Page No. in the Middle
and the two Headings are in Left and Right side of the Page No., make the whole line’s Alignment Justified, then set the
position of them by tab setting. If there is no upper page no. but only heading in the middle or right or left side then keep
particular alignment.

If the image contains data in one/two columns then insert one/two columns from Insert Table Menu. You have to place
the entire body text except Page heading and Page No. within a table. Page No. and Page heading must be placed just top
of the table and lower Page No. must be placed just after the table. The border of the table must be none. If in the image
file text is in table format, you have to draw or insert another table in the above table.

No enter shall be given between two sentences in the same paragraph. If the matter is in the form of poems then it is
instructed to use enters when and where needed, but use 6 pt gap only after the end of stanza.

If the matter in the document file is going on into the next page (auto flow) and if it appears to be contained in the same
page by decreasing the top and bottom margins then the top and bottom margins shall be reduced to 0.5 inches.
Otherwise retain the original margins and use the second page of the document. Do not alter the left and right margins
of the page. If the margin is found altered, then the file and the whole submission will be given a status of invalid
submission.

In some particular pages paragraph Sub-heading within paragraph must be placed in Text Box. Fill Colour must be No Fill
and Line Colour must be No Line. Layout must be tight. Drop Caps are not necessary, the first letter must be bold and the
whole word must be capital and font size is 10 pt.

Impart formatting styles like Bold, Italic, Underline, Subscript, Superscript, Small caps etc. as per image file.

IN CASE OF COMPLETE SENTENCE : Use double spaces after Full Stop. In case of question mark and exclamation
mark use two spaces after and single before it. For double/single inverted comma, superscript / subscript after Full Stop,
Question and Exclamation Mark (.”/ .8/ "8/ ?”] 28] 2] 1"/ 18/ 1”’8) use double space.

IN CASE OF INCOMPLETE SENTENCE : Use single space after full stop. In case of abbreviationi.e. P.T.O. use single
space after full stop. Use single space before and after Exclamation and Question mark in between sentence. If there is
any brackets after these punctuations, the space must be placed after brackets. Don’t use any space between bracket
and other punctuations.

Don’t use space after and before Hyphen (-). Always use single space before and after Emdash, Endash (—, -). After
comma, inverted comma, superscript/subscript after comma, (,”/,”®or,” /,’8), use single space. For Colon and Semicolon
(: & ;) always use single space before and after. For brackets use single space before the opening and single after
closing. Inverted comma must be changed by using Keyboard. Line must not be started with any punctuation.
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If a character or word is not understood in the given data, then please type (???) at the place of the illegible character or
word. But if we can understand this particular character or word then it will be treated as an error. In this case you must
consult with us.

Indentation should be always kept by using TABs, it can be left/right/center tab. Don’t use space bar or indent settings.
To maintain gap in the first line of the paragraph, use Default Tab.

Line Spacing must be Single. Broken characters and right hand hyphenation word are not allowed. File will be rejected
if broken characters are found in it. It is allowed only in the last line of the page.

The name of the RTF file must be in the following format : Example : Let the name of the JPEG / PDF file, tmr_work_01.
The name of the corresponding RTF file must be, tmr_comp_01. The name and content of the Folders which contain
RTF files must be same as per image Folders. Other wise CD will be cancelled. Save the RTF files in Print Layout &
100% Zoom.

Insert symbols from the symbol menu as and when needed. If any symbol is not found in Times New Roman Font then
only use Arial Unicode MS Font. In case of language which you can not find in symbol menu, treat them as a picture and
copy them from acrobat reader and paste it in word. If the page is in jpg format then convert it to pdf from photoshop.
Don’t use 7??.

After and before consecutive dots (.......), use single space if sentence is not completed. If the sentence is completed with
these dots then use single space before last dot and double space after last dot. If a sentence is starting with these dots
then use single space after these dots.

Use paragraph space (6 pt.) in between two paragraphs, two headings, between heading and sub-heading or between
sub-heading and body text, between heading and table which contains body text. Don’t use 6 pt. gap after last paragraph
of the table and also last line after table (if any). If there is any text outside the table use 6 pt. gap before it. Every Extra
Enter, Tab and Space will be treated as an error.

If in the given image there is a picture, then copy the picture from Acrobat Reader in 100%% zoom & paste it in MS Word
document. But the description of the picture must be treated as text. The alignment of the picture must be Justified and
font size 10pt in Word document. If the page is in jpg format then convert it to pdf from photoshop.

All files must be converted at least into Rich Text Format (RTF). If you can not complete the whole work, simply convert
those uncompleted work files and copy them individually. Then paste them in the table in individual files in word and
saved in RTF format. otherwise the CD will be cancelled.

Submit your complete job in a new CD with the Image file and the Completed files. Don’t submit your work in our job CD
and without Image file, if it happens the whole work will be rejected.
